Answer each of the following, using a maximum of  two pages, double-spaced for each of the four questions.  Each question is worth 10 points.  Answers will be judged on accuracy, completeness, and references to material presented in class.

1. Background

Provide a two page executive summary that provides a brief description of the case and the major points of the article, including any political bias or position taken by the author(s).  Identify the country or region of the world that the article focuses on and briefly discuss its economic, political, and technological characteristics as outlined in the case.  

Complete question 1 and e-mail to Girish Bhagia and Dr. Salchenberger by Monday, March 27, 2000, 4 PM.  Late papers will lose points.  These will be put on Web and all students in the class are expected to read each executive summary for the April 3rd class.

2. Technological infrastructure

Briefly describe the technology used, e.g., ATM, wireless WAN, etc. and define all technical terms used in the article at an executive or managerial level of detail.  Why was this technology employed?  Identify its benefits and limitations.

3. Economic and social implications
Describe the economic and social benefits of the use of telecommunications as described in the article and identify costs and/or barriers encountered to achieving the stated goals.  What unique characteristics of this economic, political, and social environment play an important role is establishing or managing the telecommunications network described in the case.

4. Future uses and next steps

Identify the next step for this application of telecommunications technology or the natural evolution of any policy issues described.  Be creative!
